In Food Technology the pupils have enjoyed designing, 

making, evaluating and adapting their own bug pastries. 

The pupils based their pastries on butterflies, caterpillars, 

spiders and even millipedes. They also selected their own 

choice of fillings for the pastries, although Nutella was 

definitely the favourite! The pupils all tasted and evaluated 

their finished products and the results were good ð all of 

the pupils rated their pastries as both looking appetising and 

tasting delicious!
